Meditation: What is the greatest act of love which one can give for the sake of another? Jesus defines
friendship - the mutual bond of trust and affection which people choose to have for one another - as the
willingness to give totally of oneself - even to the point of laying down one's life for a friend. How is such
love possible or even desirable? God made us in love for love. That is our reason for being, our purpose for
living, and our goal in dying.

A new way of loving and serving one another

Jesus gave his disciples a new commandment - a new way of loving and serving one another. Jesus' love
was wholly directed toward the good of others. He love them for their sake and for their welfare. That is
why he willingly laid down his own life for us to free us from sin, death, fear, and everything that could
separate us from the love of God. Our love for God and our willingness to lay down our life for others is a
response to the exceeding love God has given us in Christ.

The Lord Jesus gives his followers a new commandment - a new way of love that goes beyond giving only
what is required or what we think others might deserve.

The Lord Jesus tells us that he is our friend and he loves us whole-heartedly and unconditionally. He wants
us to love one another just as he loves us, whole-heartedly and without reserve. His love fills our hearts and
transforms our minds and frees us to give ourselves in loving service to others. If we open our hearts to his
love and obey his command to love our neighbor, then we will bear much fruit in our lives, fruit that will
last for eternity.
